VISIT TO ALGERIA BY U.S. AMPHIBIOUS ASSAULT SHIP USS NASSAU HIGHLIGHTS THE
SIGNIFICANCE OF EXPERIENCE BETWEEN ALGERIA AND THE USA

The importance of exchanging experiences between the Algerian and American
navies was underlined earlier this past month by Captain John Bruening, Commander
of the 8 U.S. Navy Amphibious Squadron, which includes the Tarelass
amphibious assault ship USS Nassau. Captain Bruening made that point on board the
USS Nassau in the welcoming remarks he directed at a group of visiting officers from
the Peopleds National Army (ANP) and member
carrier, which had laid anchor off the Algerian coast before heading back to the
United States, was on the last leg of a mission in the Mediterranean Sea started last
January, said Captain Bruening, adding that the ship can conduct military as well as
humanitarian operations. Captain Bruening pointed out that the ship had spent three
weeks conducting humanitarian operations in Haiti, after that country suffered an
earthquake last January, before heading out to the Gulf area for a mission that lasted

more than five months.

On board the carrier, the Algerian delegation visited the medical ward, wherateéogpquipment allowed the

medical staff to care for up to 350 patients. The delegation visited other areas of the ship as well, before

attending a hantb-hand combat demonstration by Marine Corps personnel and examining the types of

weapons used in the demonstration.

The USS Nassau was commissioned by the US Navy on July 28, 1979, is escorted by two support ships. She

is 250 m long and is 32 m wide. She can transport more than 4,000 people, including 2,500 Marines.

The Algerian delegation flew over to the USS Nassau on board two Osprey helicopters that departed from

Houari Boumediéne International Airport.
