PRESIDENT BOUTEFLIKA TAKES PART IN THE G15 SUMMIT MEETING IN TEHRAN, IRAN 

  

The President of the Republic, Mr. Abdelaziz Bouteflika, took part in the 14th 

summit meeting of the Heads of State and Government of the G15 Member-

Countries, which convened in Tehran, Iran, on May 17, 2010. 

The agenda of the meeting included the revitalization of the G15 as a framework 

for dialogue, cooperation, and consultation on global issues, namely the reform of 

the international monetary and financial system as well as ways of strengthening 

South-South political and economic cooperation. 

The meeting also provided an opportunity for participants to exchange views on the 

measures to be taken by the Member-States to address the perverse effects of current crises. 

On May 15, the Ministers for Foreign Affairs had held a preparatory meeting to examine the arrangements for 

South-South cooperation, the fight against the world economic crisis, and the issues relating to energy and 

environment. 

Considering itself to be the spokesman for the developing countries as they face other economic groupings, 

such as the World Trade Organization (WTO) and the G8, the G15 also aims to strengthen political and 

economic cooperation among its Member-Countries. 

The Group of the 15 was created in September 1989 during the proceedings of the 9th Summit Meeting of the 

Non-Aligned Countries held in the capital of the former Yugoslavia, Belgrade, with the objectives of 

promoting South-South cooperation and revitalizing North-South dialogue. 

Initially composed of 15 countries, the G15 currently regroups 18 Member-States or Observers from the Non-

Aligned Movement, including Algeria, Argentina, Brazil, Chile, Egypt, India, Indonesia, Iran, Jamaica, 

Kenya, Malaysia, Mexico, Nigeria, Peru, Senegal, Sri Lanka, Venezuela, and Zimbabwe. 

Iran has invited the President of Syria and the Emir of Qatar, who are not members of the G15, to attend the 

summit meeting convening in Tehran. The previous G15 summit meeting was held in Cuba in 2006 and was 

chaired by the President of the Republic, Mr. Abdelaziz Bouteflika. 

The leaders of the G15 countries have adopted a final declaration underlining the strengthening of South-

South political and economic cooperation. They committed themselves to adopting new measures to enable 

the developing countries to address the challenges and seize the opportunities presented by globalization. 

ñWe have committed ourselves to exploring and adopting new measures intended to enable the Member-

Countries and other developing countries to address the challenges and to seize the opportunities presented by 

globalization and to overcome the difficulties arising from the recent world economic and financial crisis,ò 

read the final declaration. 

Moreover, the document underlines the pertinence of regional integration and the existence of mechanisms 

between developing countries within the global framework of South-South cooperation, pointing out that 

ñThe South-South cooperation should seek its inspiration in the principles of sovereignty, mutual respect, 

common interests, complementarity, cooperation, and integration between peoples.ò 

Furthermore, the G15 countries acknowledge ñthe significance of energy security and efficient energy use for 

a long-term development strategy in the developing countries.ò 

In this respect, they reiterated the need to strengthen cooperation between the G15 Member-Countries in order 

to develop the different traditional and non-traditional energy sources. 

They argued in support of a national energy policy that is ñbalanced, promotes environmental protection, 

sustainability of natural resources, and citizensô high quality of life.ò 

The G15 Heads of State and Government agreed on the necessity to continue to facilitate cooperation between 

the Member-Countries of the Group in the areas of trade promotion and investment as well as technology 

transfer. 

ñWe also reiterate the need to speed up access of developing countries to the World Trade Organization 

(WTO) based on a legal and technical, and not political, perspective,ò the G15 leaders underlined. 

This year, the G15 rotating presidency was passed on to Sri Lanka.

FOREIGN AFFAIRS MINISTER AT THE 4TH MINISTERIAL MEETING OF THE CHINA -ARAB 

COUNTRIES COOPERATION FORUM   

 

On the margins of his participation in the proceedings of the 4th ministerial meeting of the China-Arab 

Countries Cooperation Forum that took place on May 13 and 14, 2010, in Tianjin, China, Minister for Foreign 

Affairs Mr. Mourad MEDELCI held talks with his Chinese counterpart, Mr. Yang JIECHI. 

 

During a meeting characterized by great cordiality, both ministers reviewed the state of bilateral cooperation 

and the prospects of enhancing it in the framework of the strategic partnership established between the two 

countries. 

The two ministers expressed their satisfaction with the exemplary quality of the bilateral relations and 

committed themselves to solidify them further and expand them to include all potential areas of cooperation. 

Moreover, the Minister for Foreign Affairs took part in a coordination meeting also attended by the Secretary 

General of the Arab League, Mr. Amr MOUSSA, and the head of Libyan diplomacy, Mr. Koussa MOUSSA, 

the co-chair of the Forum Ministerial Meeting, whose proceedings concluded with the adoption of a 

Declaration establishing a strategic partnership between China and the Arab countries, a final communiqué, 

and an executive program for the 2010-2012 period. 
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ON PROLIFERATION TREATY REVIEW CONFERENCE   

 

Minister for Foreign Affairs, Mr. Mourad MEDELCI, took part in New York in the opening session of the 

Non Proliferation Treaty Review Conference, whose proceedings started on May 3 and lasted until the 20th of 

the month. 

 

Algeria was elected Vice-Chair of this important meeting, which is holding its eighth session in New York. 

Algeria reaffirmed its choice to use atomic energy exclusively for civil applications, as was already 

underlined in Washington by Mr. MEDELCI on April 12 in the National Statement made by Algeria at the 

Nuclear Security Summit, and that it will devote all its efforts to the success of the review process in all its 

dimensions, including the issue of security guarantees provided to non-nuclear States and the establishment in 

the Middle East of a zone free of nuclear weapons and weapons of mass destruction. 

 

 On the margins of the conference proceedings, Mr. MEDELCI took part in a working session held at the 

initiative of U.S. Secretary of State Hillary Clinton and attended by a limited number of delegations from Non

-Aligned, Arab, African, and European countries. During the session, the participants have reviewed in 

particular the objectives set for the conference. 

The Minister for Foreign Affairs also held a meeting with UN Secretary General Ban Ki-moon, during which 

they reviewed the relations between Algeria and the United Nations as well as regional and international 

issues.  

 

Moreover, it is worth noting that Mr. MEDELCI has kept a busy agenda on the diplomatic front as well, 

meeting with numerous counterparts and foreign officials, including Mr. Manouchehr Mottaki, at his request, 

and Mr. Mickael Spindelegger, Austrian Minister for Foreign Affairs, Mr. Miguel Moratinos, Spainôs Foreign 

Affairs Minister, Mr. Vuc Jeremic, Serbian Minister for Foreign Affairs, Mr. Steven Smith, Minister for 

Foreign Affairs of Australia, and Mr. Jeffrey Feltman, U.S. Assistant Secretary of State for Near Eastern 

Affairs. The meetings dealt with bilateral, regional and international issues of mutual interest.
